Christmas Tournament Draw   Our Patron, Keith Fraser, drew Walton out of the bucket and they will be holding the 2009 Christmas Tournament.
Ray Kitchener suggested that all members not playing could donate $5 to help Hauraki with costs for the day.

The motion for increased fees did not get raised and possibly will be raise at next years AGM
Badges were then exchanged between the executive Members.
