General Business:- 

George Vanner read his letter which he had previously sent to the Executive.

Pennants are an interclub event within all the Waikato clubs, but recently seem to have become just another “Waikato Day” far more costly than it used to be and with unnecessary extravagant trophies.  This is tending to put people off playing in these events, and if it is held on your usual club day penalizes all the members playing on that day as extras. (Say $10.00 instead of the usual 4 or $5)

Pennants normally are played with no entry fee on the day, certainly no green fee called for, and no prizes except the pleasure of winning or playing well. Is this the way we should be going, with maybe a small scramble fee.  Extras could pay a small fee as a donation to the club.

Simplifying matter though would be a set player entry fee over all 6 divisions of say $5.00.  This will provide a small token prize to say 30 to 50% of the field and the club should not expect to make a large profit on the day as it is a pennant event. (Some managers have lost sight of this)

In response to this letter there was a discussion with members putting their points of view forward.

Keith Fraser moved a motion that all players pay the fee that the host club set.

Remit from Stewart Alexander Golf Club to change rule No. 10 in the Annual Interclub Pennants rules.

Rule 10 Reads

The TOP TWO TEAMS  from each Zone will qualify for the Final to be played by the 7th June on a course neutral to all TEAMS competing.  In the event of two or more teams in a Zone being equal on points at the end of the Preliminary round, the FINALISTS will be decided firstly by including discarded scorecards in the recount and then if still undecided, by count back of the best card of each team.  FINALS teams will consist of six players.  Throughout the Competition in a team six players one card will be dropped off.  The neutral course will be approved by the Competition Convenor.

Rule 10

The TOP TWO TEAMS from each Zone will qualify for the Final to be played in the first two weeks of June on a neutral course to all teams competing.  In the event two or more teams in a Zone being equal on points at the end of the Preliminary rounds, All teams so equal shall proceed to the finals.  FINALS teams will consist of six players on card to be dropped off.  The Competition Convenor to approve the neutral course.
