Matters Arising From Minutes:  D. Breckon asked what decision the executive had made in regards to the Christmas tournament naming rights. He was advised that the clubs can call their tournaments a Christmas tournament but will not be put in the programme as such, The official Waikato District Veteran Christmas Tournament is drawn at the AGM every year which was done this year and the 2009 Christmas  tournament will be held at Walton
BayKato: This event was won by Bay of Plenty this year played at Omokroa. The 2009 event will be played at Matamata 9th March 2009. As usual entries to be sent to the club convenor Don Carrington Ph 07 888 5325  2 persons per club, at least 2 weeks prior to the event. 
AuKato: As Peter Webber was not at the meeting the Secretary advised that Waikato won the day again with 58 from Auckland and 68 from Waikato. Entry is two members per club, who must be pre-booked with him. Extras may be allowed later depending on numbers. This tournament is always held at the Waikare Golf Club.

Pennant: The Convenor for 2009 is Paul Keeley ( Sen.Vice President)

Playing dates for the event are arranged by the zone convenor in conjunction with the clubs. The final is played on a neutral course and date to be decided by the Senior Vice President.

Festival of Golf:  Paul Keeley and Graham Jones will be running the Festival of Golf 2009.This year it will be known as the PATTERSON KIA FESTIVAL OF GOLF who are donating $500.00 to the Westpac Air Ambulance and $500.00 towards prizes.
It is hoped to have an entry of 40 teams, so we may donate at least $2400.00 to the charity.

The “Muddy River Classic” organisers then offered $100.00 towards this charity, which was accepted with thanks by the President.

Veteran tournament rules: George Vanner raised the question on how the organisers of tournaments know who is a Veteran member.  A lot of discussion took place ie. credit type cards, renew badges, other type of badges.  The meeting decided that the way things are now is OK. 
Each convenor at their club would have a good idea who is a registered Veteran golfer. 
The secretary said that he was going through each club by checking the register on Dotgolf to see if the listing that he has matches, if not he sends an email question with the names that don’t match to the club. 

The secretary would like each club to send him their fixtures book if it contains a list of financial members.  In 2009 he will be sending out a listing of Veterans to each club to check, this is a continual process. 
To enter a veterans tournament a player must be a registered veteran golfer, or about to become one.

The player must be a member of a golf club, with a current handicap.

Maximum playing handicap for men is 36 with no exceptions.

Capitation fee: Convenors were again asked to ensure that the fee of 50 cents per player for each tournament was passed to our Secretary and $1.25 to NZVGA Secretary for their events.

2009 Programme: The programmes were distributed with the Flyer and Entry Form for the 

Festival of Golf. 

The secretary then read out the new convenors name for Morrinsville is Barry Jenkin

General Business: The President raised the issue of course ratings, stating the executive had written to Waikato Golf Course rating convenor who at that time was Lindsay Reid. The reply from him just said the team who do the course ratings were very competent. So we did not get satisfaction from their reply.
The president said that the executive were looking at adding another Zone to the pennants to include 

all nine hole courses and Tirau. 
The President threw the floor open for 10 minutes discussion.

A lot of general discussion took place mainly saying it was not the actual clubs or players at fault but it was the actual rating system. Ray Kitchener spoke against providing another zone 7 as he felt that the executive were not addressing the problem. He also said that we needed to look at other areas ie Auckland, Bay of Plenty to see if any clubs in those areas had rating problems. From this Ralph Adams nominated Ray Kitchener to do the investigation seconded by Bill Raynel.
 There being no further business the President thanked all those in attendance, and particularly the Morrinsville Golf Club and their Veterans convenor for making the arrangements for the meeting and the golf that followed.   The meeting closed at 10.50am.
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
